•       Our Troop has openings for up to 12 new Scouts.

•       Completed registrations include the BSA Registration sheet, Scout Information Sheet, and a $175 check for dues and fees (made payable to Troop 616).

Registration Information

We can accommodate a new scout patrol of up to 12 scouts.  Our troop is already fairly large with 52 scouts, and we will not be able to maintain the high quality of our program if it grows too much larger.   Thank you for your understanding.

We expect to notify families on February 17 of whether we were able to admit their scout to the troop.  If we are not able to admit your scout, your check will be returned by mail immediately.

 

Parent Involvement

 

To create a quality and robust scouting experience for our sons, the troop relies on the commitment of parents like you.  While the troop meetings are boy-led, the behind-the-scenes work that needs to be accomplished is definitely parent-led.

 

We are looking for parents who can commit to volunteering for one of the available positions within the troop (see ‘Volunteer List’ attached).  To let us know which position is of interest to you, write it on the Scout Information Sheet. Priority registration will be given to scouts whose parents volunteer, especially for one of the Major Positions listed.

Dues for 2012 are $125 per Scout. 

Your dues cover annual BSA registration, a subscription to Boy’s Life, troop accident insurance, as well as troop expenses such as advancement, troop equipment repair and storage, and troop overhead. Our Troop Committee works to maintain the lowest possible annual dues in order to meet Troop objectives. 

Each October, the Troop conducts its annual registration drive and request for dues for the next calendar year.  Your current registration will be for 2012 and then in October, we will request dues for 2013.  (Note that dues paid to your Cub Scout Pack for their 2012 operations are not transferred to our troop.)

Equipment Fee

Annual dues do not cover the significant costs incurred to implement our outdoor program.  New Scouts will also incur a one-time $50 equipment fee, payable at registration.  

Other Troop Expenses

The non-refundable fee for campouts is typically $20 plus food and travel expenses to help defray campsite costs.  Summer camps, events that are fee-based and special merit badge activities, will be priced separately.  Camping fees are due and payable at the time the permission slip is submitted.  If the fee is not paid, your son(s) may not participate in the outing.

Registration Forms to Complete

To complete your registration, turn in the following completed items: 

1.    BSA Registration Form - The electronic form of the official BSA youth application is attached.   Just print and complete page 5.  The troop will make the copies needed for council and troop records.

2. Scout Information Sheet - This document includes both contact information and automobile insurance information.
