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MEETINGS AND EVENTS:   

· The Order of the Arrow election is scheduled for February 3rd. As Scouting’s National Honor Society,   its purpose is to: 

· Recognize those who best exemplify the Scout Oath and Law in their daily lives and through that recognition cause others to conduct themselves in a way that warrants similar recognition. 
· Promote camping, responsible outdoor adventure, and environmental stewardship as essential components of every Scout’s experience, in the unit, year-round, and in summer camp. 
· Develop leaders with the willingness, character, spirit and ability to advance the activities of their units, our Brotherhood, Scouting, and ultimately our nation. 
· Crystallize the Scout habit of helpfulness into a life purpose of leadership in cheerful service to others.
· The Boy Scouts of America annually celebrates its founding on February 8, 1910, based on the program started by Lord Baden Powell in England on August 1, 1907. Scout Sunday was added to the Scout celebration in the middle 1940s. Scout Sunday is always the Sunday preceding February 8th, unless the 8th is a Sunday, in which case the 8th would be Scout Sunday. The Saturday following February 8th is Scout Sabbath.  Scout Sunday services at our Chartered Organization, St. Gregory the Great Catholic Church, will be February 7th at the 11am mass. Check with your church or temple to see if Scout Sunday/Scout Sabbath will be celebrated.

· Please join us for our next Court of Honor, to be held Wednesday, February 10, at 6:15 PM in the Scripps Ranch Library Community Room.   Each patrol is asked to bring four desserts to share.  The troop will provide beverages and paper goods.  We’ll arrive at 6:15 to set up and serve the desserts, then the ceremony will begin at 6:30.   The library is requiring that the room be clean and vacated by 8:00, so it will be important to start on time and stay on schedule.

Tenderfoot :

· A Scout must teach another person how to tie a square knot using the EDGE model (explain, demonstrate, guide, and enable). He must also be able to discuss four specific examples of how he lived the points of the Scout Law in his daily life.


Second Class:

· A Scout must discuss the principles of Leave No Trace and explain the factors to consider when choosing a patrol site and where to pitch a tent.

· He must explain what respect is due the flag of the United States.

· He must again discuss four examples of how he lived four different points of the Scout Law in his daily life.

· He must earn an amount of money agreed upon by the Scout and his parents and save at least 50 percent of it.

First Class:
· An additional requirement to the 10 separate troop/patrol activities states he must demonstrate the principles of Leave No Trace on these outings.

· He must discuss four more examples of how he lived the remaining four points of the Scout Law in his daily life.

Life: 

· A Scout must use the EDGE model to teach a younger Scout a specified skill.

Star, Life, and Eagle:
· Troop Webmaster and Leave No Trace trainer are two new leadership positions.

LEADERSHIP:  

  The Teaching EDGE(TM) tool is a simple four-step process used for teaching any skill.

· Explain - The trainer explains how something is done. 

· Demonstrate - The trainer demonstrates while explaining again. 

· Guide - The learner tries the skill while the trainer guides him through it. 

· Enable - The learner works on his own under the eye of the trainer.
